JUAN DE FUCA LAND USE COMMITTEE
WILLIS POINT REPRESENTATIVE
POINTER REPORT- September 2006
Summaries of the three meetings of the Juan de Fuca Land Use Committee since my June
2006 Pointer Report (June 6, July 18 and August 1, 2006) are in the June and September
reports to the Community Association, and posted on the bulletin boards. The next

scheduled meeting is September 18; the location is not confirmed at time of writing.

This report provides general information on land use planning, and poses three questions
that I plan to discuss at the upcoming Community Association Annual General Meeting..

Land Use Planning

In BC, municipal governments make the majority of land use decisions, such as sub-
division applications, zoning and rezoning, development permits and community plans.
However, in unincorporated areas such as the Juan de Fuca Electoral Area, most, but not
all, decisions are made by the Regional District. The main exception is sub-division
applications, which are approved by an “approving officer” of the Ministry of
Transportation. The approving officer normally requests the views of the Regional
District, in part to avoid approving a sub-division then finding out that the Regional
District will not issue Development or Building Permits for the new lots.

Most Regional Districts have several unincorporated areas, and the Regional Directors
for those areas collectively make Iand use decisions. Afier Sooke and Highlands
incorporated, the Juan de Fuca Electoral Area is the only area on the mainland within the
CRD, and a single Regional Director cannot make land use decisions.

The CRD initially established two land use committees, one for Willis Point and the
Malahat, the other for the areas around Sooke. This proved unmanageable, and in 2004
the CRD adopted the current structure. The Juan de Fuca Land Use Committee is
composed of representatives from each of the six “sub-regions” in the Electoral Area,
plus the Regional Director and representatives from neighbouring municipalities who
have agreed to participate (initially only Central Saanich joined, but earlier this year
Metchosin joined). The sub-regional members are elected during local government
elections every 3 years (in 2005 only Willis Point had an election ~in other areas
candidates were acclaimed). The Committee makes recommendations to the CRD Board,
and to my knowledge the CRD has approved all recommendations.

The Committee meets the first and third Tuesdays, usually at the Sooke Council
Chambers (the most central site); the public is welcome. Agendas are posted on the
Community Bulletin Boards, and are also available online at www.CRD.bc.ca,




Each sub-region has a five person elected Advisory Planning Commission, which provide
advice and recommendations to the Land Use Committee on such things as development
permits, Official Community Plans and Zoning Bylaws. Elections are held as part of
local government elections (in 2005 only Willis Point had an actual election).

There is also an unelected Juan de Fuca Electoral Area Parks Commission, which has
authority regarding parks dedications in sub-divisions. Members of the Commission are
appointed by the CRD on the sole recommendation of the Regional Director,

Two CRD Bylaws play the largest role in land use — Bylaw 3027, the Willis Point
Official Community Plan and Zoning Bylaw, sets out general principles regarding
development, establishes Development Permit Areas and Permit requirements, and
establishes land use zones and permitted uses. Bylaw 3110, which has a long title, sets
out the process for obtaining various approvals. There is also a Building Permit Bylaw,
but this deals with actual construction, not land use.

Three Questions

[. In June, the Committee agreed with CRD stafT that the Willis Point OCP does not
allow for Bed and Breakfast operations and referred to the Advisory Planning
Commission the question of whether to amend the OCP. As of writing the APC
has not scheduled a meeting, so I would like to hear residents’ views at the AGM.

2. Earlier this year the Committee adopted guidelines for the content of geotechnical
reports that are part of Development Permit and similar applications. The Willis
Point OCP sets out requirements for Development Permits. 1 think the guidelines
need to be revised to better meet the OCP’s requirements, and will be asking for
residents’ views as to whether I should propose revisions to the guidelines.

3. Bylaw 3110 deals with when and what applications are referred to adjacent
landowners. In 2004 the Bylaw was amended to read, “Development Permit
applications will not be referred to any adjacent landowners." I have questions
about the fairness of this rule, and again would appreciate residents’ views about
whether to propose that these applications be referred to immediate nei ghbours,

I would be pleased to answer any questions, provide copies of reports, applications and
Bylaws, or to discuss any land use matters.
