Burning Restrictions Start Soon

If you are planning on burning yard debris, now igreat time to do it while
the forest is safely damp and before spring burnasgyictions come into
effect.

We expect burning permits to be required by Apsiahd a full outdoor
burning ban to be in place by May.15

At this time of year you do not need a permit forigcinerator or for a small
backyard burning pile of 2 meters or less in di@ne&ny other type of
outdoor burning, such as land clearing piles, abvaguires one or more
types of permits. When the drying forest aroundiatates that permits are
necessary we will put up the “Burning Permits Reeglii signs on the

firehall and on Willis Point Road. As well, latierthe season, when outdoor
burning is banned for the year, appropriate andoaoisvsignage will be
posted.

What you can legally burn is restricted. You cambyard debris and paper.
The burning of plastic is always forbidden. As hplease avoid burning
green branches as they produce a large quant#moke and can cause your
neighbours respiratory difficulty.

If you see a burn of any type that causes you canpéease call 911 and
report it immediately. Our officers will check op the burn to ensure that
it falls within the CRD bylaw regulations. If ipésn’t, we will extinguish
the burn and take appropriate action including @gerg our ability to issue
fines.

For the safety and comfort of everyone at WillisnfPave ask that you obey
the burning regulations. If you have any questjesse stop by the hall on
Wednesday night or call the Chief, Mark Roozenddiagctly at 588-6860.



Fire Department Report

At this time last year | was thanking everyonegatting up with the
numerous road closures due to trees and powerdm&s. What a different
spring it has been this year! Our weather has baerh milder and, in
relation, our emergency call volume has decreaseded.

While last year we were extremely busy, this yearave been called out
twice since the last issue of the Pointer. Onkvead a smoke sighting
which turned out to be only a highly enthusiastmier burning debris.

The other call was to a mountain biker who hadriakéad fall. His injuries
were serious, including broken bones. Our teakirst Responders located
him, tended to him professionally, packaged himtfansport, and then
carried him by hand out of the bush to the waiangpulance. The effort we
put into our medical training showed in their pemfiance.

While we are talking about First Responder Trainingan report that we
have eight more members who have just finished trening to become
Medical First Responders. These members are Zadtiohael Cridge, Jeff
Irwin, Sharon Montgomery, Russ Odnokon, Ben Paiked, Catherine and
Jean-Claude Patchell. Nearly all members of camtare now trained as
First Responders. This training gives our membezsability to deal with a
wide variety of trauma including spinal injuriesdacardiac arrest, as well as
the use of our defibrillator.

Our other large training initiative involves ounmauto extrication “jaws of
life” equipment. | mentioned in the last issudlad Pointer that we were
purchasing new gear that would enable us to redactims trapped as a
result of a serious car accident. That new equmrnas arrived and we
have begun training. As a member of the first graeeceiving training, | can
tell you | am amazed at the added rescue capathibiywe are gaining.
Hopefully, we will never have to put these newlskiind equipment to the
test. But, if we do, we’ll have the equipment &mel training to serve our
community.

Dear Mr. Glazar:
The Saanich Inlet Protection Society
wishes to launch a formal complaint

regarding the agglomeration of vessels,

barges, docks, etc situated on the

western side of Tod Inlet along the coast

at Willis Point.

Marinas in the area of Brentwood Bay

have expanded and revitalized their
operations. The result is an off-shore
area of castoff odds and ends which

are accumulating at the mouth of Tod

Inlet. This creates a hazard entering

Tod Inlet and Gowlland Tod Provincial
Park, an area with very high volume of

summer boating traffic. We would like to get this sorted out before the
boating season begins and the hazards increase.

This area has some specific issues. The waters are very sheltered,
extremely popular with small craft and kayakers as well as much larger
vessels. Saturday evening fireworks displays at The Butchart Gardens draw
boaters into a small congested area all summer long and, as | am sure you
are aware, the exodus after dark is somewhat frenetic to say the least.
Small craft are less vulnerable if they are able to hug the shoreline, but

not if the near-shore waters are obstructed.
Right now the entire mouth of

Tod Inlet is becoming congested by the
random placing of mooring buoys.

In addition to being a navigational hazard, this
situation is also an

environmental hazard, as many vessels, not
only are not seaworthy, but have

no holding tanks. Saanich Inlet is a unique
body of water with no flushing

action and, just like Las Vegas: What goes in
the Inlet Stays in the Inlet.

Transport Canada must take action: 'to remove obstructions to navigation



including unauthorized works or other obstructions such as sunken or wrecked
vessels, regulate the provision and maintenance of lights, markers, etc.
required for safe navigation." Docks and boats are anchored well beyond
existing docks.

The Navigable Waters Protection Act includes provisions for the removal of
unauthorized works or obstructions that render navigation difficult enough
to be considered dangerous. This is certainly the case at the mouth of Tod
Inlet. This is a charted, regularly used channel accessing Gowlland Tod
Provincial Park.

Furthermore, | believe, that under the Private Buoy Regulations the buoys
must:

"a) be above the surface of the water is at least 15.25 cm wide and at
least 30.5 cm high

b) display, on opposite sides, the capital letters PRIV that are:

i) as large as is practical for the size of the buoy

i) white when the background colour is red, green, or black

iii) black when the background colour is white or yellow

c) comply with the requirements set out in Canadian Aids to Navigation

d) display, in a conspicuous location and in a permanent and legible manner,
the name, address and telephone number of its owner."

There are probably only one or two private buoys in Brentwood Bay that
comply with Canada Shipping Act regulations, certainly none at the mouth of
Tod Inlet.

We look forward to hearing what can be done about this unsafe situation.

POINTER REPORT- March 2008

Summaries of the January, February and March 2008 meetings of the Juan denluca La
Use Committee are in the monthly reports to the Community Association, and posted on
the bulletin boards. The minutes of the meetings are available on the CapitalaReg
District (CRD) web site (www.crd.bc.ca).

One Willis Point application came before the Committee in the last thredéasnodn
March 11, the Committee approved a Development Permit for the construction of a
garage on the Kornelson property (the former FAMA lot behind the Fire Hall). The
Advisory Planning Commission reviewed the Permit in February and recommended
approval.

In February, the Committee recommended a Bylaw that will establishraculgral
Advisory Planning Commission for the Juan de Fuca Electoral Area. The Coarmmissi
will have nine members, one from Willis Point appointed by the CRD Board. It will
operate in a similar manner as the local APCs, and will advise the Land Usedt@amm
on land use matters that are referred to it by the Committee. | hope to provide more
information, including the process for determining Willis Point’s represeatditi the
next few weeks.

The majority of the Committee’s workload comes from the East Sooke, Otter Raint a
Shirley areas, where development activity is much higher than in Willis. Poipart,

this merely reflects the fact that these areas are larger in dhegreater populations, but

it is also due to the steady spread of Victoria towards the west, which in turndeads
increased development. These areas also have more diverse land uses than on the Point
with everything from small single-family lots to larger agricultunaforested tracts

(some in the Agricultural Land Reserve). Residents in these areas oftevena

different views on a particular application or by-law, and express these at Geenmi
meetings (an example is the debate over the by-laws that downzone largetHete

areas).

In contrast, Willis Point is quiet - the Committee has dealt with only 2 or [BWiint
Development Permit applications per year, and these have elicited fenecsifrom
Pointers. At the same time, Willis Point is the ONLY area that has hettbakefor
either the Land Use representative or APC members. In all other areagydst®ns
were filled by acclamation, and in some areas not all the APC positionsileete f

| would be pleased to answer questions, and to discuss any land use matters.

Deer Ticks

In the past few years, several residents of Willis
Point have been bitten by deer ticks. With the nicer
weather more people are venturing outside again so
perhaps this is a good time to remind everyone that
ticks love our grasses, bushes and deer.

Ticks are blood-sucking parasites and aren’t
terribly picky about where their next meal comes
from — dogs, cats, even you. Ticks cannot jump or fly.

The only way they can get on you is through direct

contact. For this reason it is recommended that

anyone in tick areas should wear long light-coloured

clothes, pants tucked into boots and other such

deterrents. In summer heat we overlook these precautions so at the very leasyamspec
animals as well as your own scalp and clothing after being in the bush. Béfereatie
fed, they may very easily be mistaken for sesame seed-sized bits of dirt. Whibreif
engorged bodies are unmistakable and if you have been bitten there is often a
characteristic bull's-eye rash around the bite or sometimes elsewhere.

If you find an embedded tick, go at once to your doctor or emergency room where the
tick can be removed and an antibiotic prescribed. If you try to remove the tidelfour
use tweezers, if possible, and slowly draw the tick straight out. Use latesdt
available. Clean the area and treat with antiseptic. Try not to break tloe kzkve any
of the barbed mouthparts in your skin. Take the tick to the local health unit.

Infection from a tick bite can cause headache, chills and fever and joint pamo3he
serious consequence of a tick bite is Lyme disease. So far this has neaimlg problem

in the eastern USA but it is not impossible that it could happen here.
